Get Ahead Start – Learners off to a great start... where to from here? 

The Open Polytechnic Get Ahead Start programme* has had a life-changing impact on many learners 

throughout the country.  TEC funding for the 32-week self-paced programme has ceased, much to the great 

disappointment of Literacy Aotearoa personnel and learners throughout the country.  Many of our Poupou 

(member providers) found weekly, group learning sessions a positive and effective way to mentor and support 

learners toward gaining a nationally recognised qualification.  In these group sessions, learners worked at their 

own pace on their own workbooks, with tutor support.  Many learners have since identified further learning 

goals, based on strengths and weaknesses discovered while completing the workbooks.  

Ruth Dalzell, Manager of Literacy Feilding says, “The ability to gain ‘credits’ through this mode of learning is 

one way of ensuring that these people are not just thrown onto the dole queue indefinitely.  Our learners ...

“Initially we underestimated the level of the course and 

had to provide quite a lot of support to some learners.  

The success for us was we had two drop-in workshops 

per week with four to five learners,” says Beth Taylor, 

Manager of Literacy Wairarapa.  

“It is the most amazing programme and it follows on 

quite well with our ILN learners... It is a structured 

programme that lots of learners like.  We have a 

computer suite with ten computers and that has been 

useful for the technical questions, email activities, etc.  

It’s really sad the programme is over,” says Beth. 

Literacy Wairarapa has now developed ‘Food for 

Thought’, a new programme for keen learners to follow 

on from Get Ahead Start.  The course has a focus on 

health, fitness and food preparation. 

Sally Chapman, Manager of Adult Literacy Aotearoa 

Kapiti, also ran two Get Ahead Start groups.  The first 

group included seven learners at level 1-2 of the 

Learning Progressions.  “The first intake was hard work.  

We had a fantastic tutor and the group worked really 

well for the learners.  If we tried to do it individually the 

success would not have been achieved for so many.  

They spurred each other on.”   

Learners worked at their own pace and the tutor ran 

workshop opportunities for particular sections of the 

workbooks.  On completion of the course, learners, their 

families and tutors celebrated with a morning tea. 

Sally says, “It was great to see them all finally completing 

it.  Some have graduated from us, while others have 

stayed to keep working on personal goals.  The learners 

have experienced successful learning and this 

course may enable them to join other groups in 

the community... it provides direction, and for 

some, has clarified areas of literacy and numeracy

Many learners have expressed interest in taking a follow 

up course with a similar structure.  Unfortunately due to 

funding cuts, Open Polytechnic no longer provides these 

foundation learning courses.  Despite this, our Poupou 

remain innovative and creative in developing 

programmes to meet the needs of learners.

Mary Phillip, Manager of Ashburton Learning Centre 

says there is, “extreme disappointment that the course 

is no longer available.”  In 2012, Ashburton tutors 

worked with two groups of learners.  The first group had 

three younger school leavers with high learning needs 

and low levels of confidence.  Each week the learners 

attended two learning sessions, and with tutor support 

completed the course.  “The changes in the learners are 

massive.  One wouldn’t leave his house before, he 

wouldn’t make any eye contact with anybody... now he 

has made friends through a local church and is talking 

about getting employment.  Given the right employment 

he will blossom.” 

All three learners are now enrolled in a two-year Open 

Polytechnic National Certificate Computing and Business 

Administration course, with continued support from the 

Ashburton Learning Centre, funded through a grant from 

the Ashburton Benevolent Society.  

The second group of Ashburton learners was made up of 

Samoan women who were all at home with children.  

The women were quite motivated and ‘flew through the 

whole thing’, meeting once a week for two hours.  They 

brought their children along, and one mum would help 

look after the children while the others worked.  The ALC 

bought some new toys for the children so they were 

occupied.  “Now that they have completed the Get 

Ahead Start course, they are going to continue with us 

this year, and we are working out a computing 

programme for them,” says Mary.

The next New Zealand Census of Population and Dwellings will be  

held on: Tuesday, 5 tƻǳǘǹ ǘŜ ǊŀƴƎƛ όaŀǊŎƘύ нлмоΦ  

The census will involve the delivery and collection of census forms  

and providing Internet Access Codes for an estimated 4.6 million people and 1.8 million dwellings. 

The last census was held in 2006.  The census planned for 2011 was not held, because of  

the Christchurch earthquake on 22 February 2011.  

Census Forms 

The 2013 Census forms will be the same as those developed for the 2011 Census, with date changes only.  

Extra guide notes will be available to help people displaced by the Canterbury earthquakes fill in their forms.
